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News from the Deacons

New Hope Church is nearing the end of the second year of the Cap

Campaign that we called Growing the Future. Initially a three y«

campaign, Consistory decided to extend the time period for payme

of your pledges to a fourth year due to the economic strains we he

all felt this past year and a half. Even with the economy impactin

our church family, your generosity and service to New Hope Churc..

has been outstanding, and as of the end of February we have collected $432,663 of a total pledged $1,052,809.
When amortized over the four year time period we are at 41% of our total, which is just about where we
should be. Thank you for your stewardship and dedication to the ministry of New Hope.

Consistory made a promise that all funds collected from Growing the Future would be used to pay down our
mortgage. The intention is that once our debt is affordable or extinguished, New Hope will be able to expand
our current ministries and grow new ministries. Consistory has kept that promise. Our mortgage balance at
the start of the Campaign was $1,900,000; at the end of February the balance was approximately $1,400,000.

Because New Hope has been aggressively paying down the mortgage, we were able to negotiate a modification
of our mortgage which was finalized in February. Our mortgage interest rate was adjusting on a yearly basis
and we were able to lock in a fixed interest rate for the next three years, which effectively lowered our
monthly payment. Our monthly mortgage payment in 2009 was $13,751.27 and now our new monthly
mortgage payment for 2010 will be $11,979.59. We will continue to apply your pledged Growing the Future
payments during the 2010 yeaht the end of 2010, our mortgage can again be reset to reflect these payments
and our mortgage payment will be lowered again for 2011.

As we plan to support our current ministries and look to new ministries, knowing we have our debt payments
somewhat fixed, we can move forward with our ministries, which is what we believe God intends His church
to do. This is only possible because of your commitment to share your time, talent, and treasure to touch the
lives of others in His name, allowing His Spirit to work through you.
