
  

 

On last nightõs evening news, a clip was shown of downtown Kalamazoo, 

Michigan where the streets were snow-covered from the first blizzard of 

winter that is hitting much of the northern tier of the United States.  Jean and 

I spent six wonderful years in Kalamazoo where I served as Pastor of Youth 

and Education at Second Reformed Church following my graduation from 

seminary.  We made many good friendships during our time there, some of 

which we still maintain! 

One of the friendships we made was with an older couple, Wink and Ardith 

Hollander, who truly were Mr. and Mrs. Second Reformed Church.  They 

were kind, welcoming, generous, hospitable and went out of their way to 

make all feel special.  They also taught us some good lessons along the way. 

Wink began his career as a lawyer for a major railroad company.  By the time 

I met him he was an estate planning lawyer.  Wink was a person of significant 

means.  Still, his and Ardithõs generosity with their time, talents, and financial 

resources were quite remarkable.  One day, Wink shared with me his 

òagrarianó philosophy of stewardship.  He told me, òSteve, money (and time 

and talents also) are a lot like manure.  Pile it up and it doesnõt do much good 

at all.  Spread it around and it does wonders.ó  Wink and Ardith had a funda-

mental understanding that everything that they enjoyed in life was a gift from 

God.  Their material blessings were òon loanó to them to manage wisely and 

use generously.  And so they did. 

As we continue to think about following Jesus, I want to highlight another 

point from our òProfile of a Disciple for New Hope Church.ó  We say: 

A disciple is growing in living a life of stewardship under Jesusõ Lordship. 

He or she submits time, talent, and treasures as gifts to be given away for others. 

He or she demonstrates a lifestyle that values the Kingdom over things. 

Itõs both interesting and challenging to realize that, more than any other 

topic, Jesus spoke most about money.  In fact, Iõm reminded of a conversation 

that Jesus had with a young man.  Markõs gospel tells the story in this way: 
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As he was setting out on a jour-

ney, a man ran up and knelt be-

fore him, and asked him, òGood 

Teacher, what must I do to in-

herit eternal life?ó  Jesus said to 

him, òWhy do you call me good?  

No one is good but God 

alone.  You know the com-

mandments: ôYou shall not murder; You shall not 

commit adultery; You shall not steal; You shall not 

bear false witness; You shall not defraud; Honor 

your father and mother.õó  He said to him, 

òTeacher, I have kept all these since my 

youth.ó  Jesus, looking at him, loved him and 

said, òYou lack one thing; go, sell what you own, and 

give the money to the poor, and you will have treas-

ure in heaven; then come, follow me.ó  When he 

heard this, he was shocked and went away grieving, 

for he had many possessions.  (Mark 10:17-22) 

Some come to the conclusion (mistaken, I believe) 

that Jesus is condemning wealth.  Rather, I believe 

that Jesus is pointing out how easily wealth can 

stand in the way of complete commitment to his 

lordship in our lives. 

As we continue to think about being faithful, gener-

ous stewards of our time, talent, and our financial 

resources, Iõm reminded of one more anecdote.  I 

never met Maurie TePaske, but I heard much about 

him.  Maurie was mayor of Sioux Center, IA, presi-

dent of the local bank, and a leader in the Reformed 

Church.  I was told that Maurie would often say, òI 

know that God has blessed me greatly.  Iõve decided 

that those blessings make me responsible to decide 

how much of those blessings I will use to enable me 

to live comfortably and how I will use the rest for 

the greater good of Godõs kingdom.ó 

I find Winkõs and Maurieõs wise counsel very helpful 

and encouraging as I consider what it means to be a 

generous steward, following Jesus and aspiring to 

live a lifestyle that values Godõs kingdom over 

things.

The book recommendation for this month is unusual because it is intended for men, although women may 

want to give it to the men (or boys) in their life.  It is written by Joe Gibbs, whom most people will recognize 

as the successful NFL coach and owner of a NASCAR racing team.  After a number of false starts, Joe finally 

realized that the "Game Plan for Life" should be based on Biblical principles.  But he wasn't sure what subjects 

to cover in an advice book.  So he took a survey of 700 randomly chosen men to find out what things about life 

they wanted to know.  Nine topics were chosen, beginning with "Creation, How Did Life Begin" and ending 

with "Heaven, Where will I spend Eternity?"  Some of the middle chapters deal with Relationships, Finances, 

and Vocation. 

Each chapter begins with personal experiences in Joe's life.  Then the teaching about the subject is done by well 

known authors, including Chuck Colson, Os Guinness, Tony Evans and Randy Alcorn.  Joe explains his motiva-

tion in this way:  "My goal in writing this book is to show you just how practical and relevant the Bible really is.  

That's why I went out and recruited the best of the best to help me explain how God's Game Plan applies spe-

cifically to you!" 

When you read this book, you will sometimes rejoice in the fact that you are generally on track with the ad-

vice.  In other cases, you will get ideas about how to become more successful servants of God.  But because 

you have an intimate relationship with God and desire to please Him, you will never disagree with the advice 

that is given in this book because it comes directly from His Word.
