What we experienced during the Forty Days of Community truly gets at the 

heart of discipleship.  In our òProfile of a Disciple for New Hope Church,ó 

we state: 

A disciple is intimately connected with others in a discipleship environment. 

He or she is discipling/mentoring another and is in an accountability 

relationship with a peer/mentor or small group. 

In todayõs world we are so often encouraged to adopt a òLone Rangeró 

approach to life.  However, this is not what God intends for the life of faith.  

In fact, a solitary Christian is a contradiction in terms.  Community is at the 

heart of who God is and how God intends for those who are followers of 

Jesus to live. 

Henri Nouwen, in his book In the Name of Jesus:  Reflections on Christian 

Leadership, writes this:  òYou might already have discovered for yourself how 

radically different traveling alone is from traveling together.  I have found 

over and over again how hard it is to be truly faithful to Jesus when I am 

alone.  I need my brothers and sisters to pray with me, to speak with me 

about the spiritual task at hand, and to challenge me to stay pure in mind, 

heart and body.ó 

Last summer we invited you to consider becoming part of a new 

movement at New Hope that we are calling Emerging Disciples. 

There are seven of us who have continued to meet regularly since 

September, and what has happened among us and in us is nothing short 

of transforming.  All of us have grown deeply in our relationship with Christ.

New Hope Church Endowment Fund  

Page Vornbrock, President, New Hope Church Endowment Fund Board of Trustees 

As you may have seen in flyers at the church and in our church bulletins 

recently, we announced the establishment of a new endowment fund for New 

Hope Church late last month.  The new fund is titled The New Hope Reformed 

Church Endowment Fund. 

The Consistory of New Hope Church approved the establishment of a new 

endowment fund in December 2008.  It was decided that we would work with 

The Columbus Foundation to manage the assets of the fund and handle the 

annual tax reporting, once the fund was officially of record.  We are deeply grateful for the legal expertise of 

both Rick Schuster  and Brenda Rinehart  for completing the filing requirements with the State of Ohio to 

have our fund operational. 

The Consistory of the church has been discussing the creation of a church foundation for some time.  With the 

professional guidance of The Columbus Foundation, it was decided that an endowment fund would offer the 

greatest flexibility and the least expense.  A small group of congregation members formed an organizing com-

mittee and began planning the new fund. 

The endowment fund was opened with a gift from the Memorial Funds of New Hope Church and specifically, 

gifts from the Frank Stoffel family  and the Patrick Brown family .  Those funds, along with several individ-

ual gifts from church members, were invested with The Columbus Foundation in a designated account for The 

New Hope Reformed Church Endowment Fund.  We are pleased to report that the fund has received several 

gifts since our original inception.  The fund balance as of December 31, 2009 was $14,001.69.

One of the òvisionsó of a foundation was to provide a forum to educate the congregation about planned giving 

as a means to leave a financial gift to the church both today and in the future.  A mission statement was drafted 

and later adopted to read: 

The Mission of the New Hope Church Endowment Fund is to enhance discipleship and stewardship for the 

continual long-term growth of New Hopeõs Christian Ministries within the community. 

Once the Articles of Incorporation were filed of record, a board of trustees was approved by the church 

Consistory.  The board of trustees is made up of twelve members, with three of those members being 

non-voting members of the church administration, including Pastor Steve Norden .  The board also has a 

standing board seat for a Deacon from the church Consistory.  Members of the first board of trustees are: 

One of the first orders of business was to form a Grants Committee to establish the guidelines for approving 

and funding future grants from the endowment fund.  This committee will be chaired by Mike Shelley  and will 

be made up of non-board members from the church congregation.  The board of trustees has adopted several 

covenants regarding the assets of the fund, including a provision that no grants shall be approved until the 

principal balance of the fund has a minimum of $100,000.00.  We do have some growing to do! 

There are several ways a gift to the endowment fund might be made, either now or in the future.  Ed Siddell , 

a board of trusteesõ member, has offered a few of these as suggestions: 

We will be offering educational classes and more information about all of these options in the coming months.  

We have a tri-fold brochure at the Welcome Center in the church Narthex with additional information about 

our new endowment fund.  We encourage you to take a copy and read the information.  A copy of the 

brochure can also be sent to you electronically by emailing the church office at office@NewHopeWorship.com 

with your request.

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One of the most thrilling aspects of the Christian Faith is its continuous history from the founding of the 

church at Pentecost to Godõs work in the world today.  Through the ages, there have been several distinct 

"streams" of faith that are recognizable.  Richard J. Foster has identified and chronicled them in his book 

Streams of Living Water, Celebrating the Great Traditions of the Christian Faith.  He identifies six of them: 

Each of these streams is traced from early practitioners such as the Apostles Peter, Paul, James, and John, and 

even Jesus is described as the earliest example of the Social Justice and Incarnational traditions.  You would 

also recognize modern day proponents such as Dietrich Bonhoeffer, Dennis Bennet, Billy Graham, C.S. Lewis 

and others.  The Author tells about each tradition by describing the lives of those who represent the specific 

work of God in each of them.  He ends each section by identifying the major strengths and potential perils of 

each stream.  Instead of a dry recitation of historical facts, the author makes the work of God in His church 

come alive in the stories and character descriptions.
