DIFFERENCE

Norman Vincent Peale's best known book is "The Power of Positive Thinking." It is a little known fact that the

working title of this book was "The Power of Positive Faith." When discussing that title with his publishers,

they convinced Dr. Peale that he would sell more books if he emphasized the mind rather than the spirit when
speaking about the power to change lives. It went on to become a best seller, and if you have not read it, you
should.

But he wrote another book similar in nature called "Enthusiasm Makes the Difference," which is the recom-
mendation for this month. For this book, Dr. Peale followed the pattern that made the first one so successful.
There are three major features. The first is that he tells many interesting stories about people he has been
personally involved with. He tells about miraculous changes in the lives of those people, and the stories are all
true. The second feature is that faith in Jesus plays a vital role in the transformation. In fact, he doesn't really
speak much about the power of the mind to bring about living a successful life. Finally, he has practical steps
that we can practice to let God work changes in our lives. And he references Biblical passages and verses as
the basis for the actions he recommends.

In this book he tells stories of people in a variety of professions. | was particularly pleased to see the extensive
coverage of my profession, salesmanship. He doesn't treat the subject as persuading someone to purchase
something they don't want or need. Instead, he views salesmanship as a profession much like medicine or engi-
neering. The end result of our effort is meant to be a change for the better because of the "product” that is
acquired. He describes evangelism as convincing someone to receive a free gift that will be of great benefit to
them. And the book is filled with wonderful stories of people who discovered the power that enthusiasm had

to change their lives for the good.

Expenses $716,463

Our operating expenses, including the mortgage debt on the building, continue below budgeted amounts.
Expenses for fiscal year 20@9 are at 92% of the projected budgeted expenses. The difference between the
expenses and income is made up with the balance of the funds collected from the first capital campaign that
concluded in 2006.

The mortgage cost for 20020 year to date actual is $143,089. New Hope has drawn only $90,683 from the
first capital campaign funds. In the meantime, New Hope will continue to pay down the mortgage balance from
the funds collected in the second capital campaign and work to close the gap between income and expenses as
the monthly mortgage payment is reduced.
